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Notes From
the Conductor:

-Dr. Paul Vance

The first concert of the 2008-2009 season
on Saturday, October 25 at 7:30 p.m.,
features a variety of orchestral works.
We open with Puccini’s Capriccio
Sinfonico, an early work, which
demonstrates much youthful vitality
throughout. We also hear in this music
the beautiful melodic lines and skillful
orchestration that are so characteristic of
Puccini’s later operatic masterpieces.

Next we hear Maurice Ravel’s Mother
Goose Suite, a piece he originally wrote
for piano duet. Ravel, a great master of
orchestral color, later orchestrated the
movements of the piece for use in a
ballet. The selections from Mother

Goose are “Sleeping Beauty’s Pavane”,
“Tom Thumb”, “Laideronnette,
Empress of the Pagodas”, “The
Conversations of Beauty and the Beast”,
and “The Enchanted Garden”.

Robert Schumann composed his
Symphony in D Minor in 1841. After the
premier of the piece he became
somewhat dissatisfied with the piece
and did not allow it to be published
until ten years later after extensive
revisions. Each movement of this
symphony segues into the next without
a break, which gives the piece a sense of
continuous motion. The mood of the
symphony moves from darkness to
bright triumph as the work unfolds.

Paul Vance, Winona Symphony Orchestra’s
conductor, is a Professor of Music at Winona State
University.

Clarinetist Daniel Sheridan enjoys a multifaceted
career as a solo recitalist, orchestral and chamber musician,
conductor, and music educator. A native of Houston, Texas,
he started the clarinet at age eleven and holds degrees from
Oklahoma State University, the University of Akron and the
State University of New York at Stony Brook. As a solo
recitalist, he has presented performances and master classes
across the Midwest and Northeast. As an orchestral
musician, he was most recently the principal clarinetist of the
Lawton Philharmonic Orchestra, and has performed with
multiple symphonies.

Currently, Dr. Sheridan is in his first year on the
music faculty at Winona State University. Prior to his
appointment at WSU, Dr. Sheridan also served on the music :
faculties of Cameron University, The University of Akron, The College of Wooster and The
State University of New York at Stony Brook. He resides in Winona with his wife, Melanie,
their two daughters, Hannah and Sarah, their twin sons, Joshua and Jacob, and their cat, Spanky.

Dr. Sheridan brings energy with him to his new position at WSU and is anxious to
participate in as many chamber music opportunities as he can. He also noted that the motivated
music students at WSU are encouraging to be around and are exciting for him to work with; not
to mention the talented faculty. When asked what he hopes to bring to the music department, Dr.
Sheridan said, “My enthusiasm for clarinet and music education, not to mention my varied
background working with different groups (public schools, private studios, etc,) and my
experiences in music.” Dr. Sheridan’s enthusiasm and eagerness to better and enjoy music
around him is obvious and will be a wonderful addition to Winona’s musical development.
