Runway Safety Tip  

Notice Number: NOTC1879  

 
When landing at night, remember that 
aircraft holding on an active runway 
are very difficult for approaching air-
craft to see. Research has shown 
that even large aircraft holding on a 
runway may not be seen by an ap-
proaching pilot until he or she is on 
very short final. Sometimes the only 
cue is the "missing" runway lights lo-
cated under the holding aircraft.   
Always perform a final runway scan 
to insure your landing runway is 
clear.
